O her
subj ects were also anong this group, and all of the subjects had been brought
to the canp with two busl oads of prisoners, all of whom were | oaded into a
single room One of the subjects estinmated the size of the roomat about 80
square netres, with a small alcove in the right rear corner. The room
reportedly had a single wi ndow high up in the front wall above a | arge sheet -
nmetal "garage-type" door with a smaller opening in it. The subjects estinmated
variously that the roomheld 200-300 prisoners. From Monday through Friday,
the prisoners in the roomreportedly received little water or food. Only on
Wednesday did they receive a 50 litre barrel of water and a slice of bread for
each man. On Thursday and Friday, they reportedly received nothing. The sumer
tenmperature in the roomwas reported as stifling and the conditions were
descri bed as unbearabl e. One subject stated that two of the prisoners, who
were nedi cal technicians by training, attenpted to keep the prisoners calm On
the fifth day (24 July), the prisoners in the roomwere reportedly given water
again, but in one of the subject's words, "they put sonething in the water"
and the nen in the room "becane crazy". Another subject said that "things"
were shot in through the wi ndow which produced snoke and gas. It was reported
that the prisoners, in their agitation, began screamnm ng and pounding the doors
and prisoners began to hallucinate and fight each other. Sone of the prisoners
reportedly had nmanaged to force a hole in the sheet nmetal of the door, and
escaped fromthe room but were then killed by the guards outside. One subject
stated that he worked his way into the corner of the room near the w ndow
whi ch no | onger had gas conming through it. Al of the subjects stated that
after the disturbance in the roomhad gone on for some tine, the soldiers
outside the buil ding opened fire with | arge nmachi ne guns. The bul |l ets
reportedly canme through the sheet netal of the doors and whoever was nearby
was killed. One subject stated that because he was in the back al cove and out
of the direct line of fire, he nmanaged to survive, along wi th about 25 other
men in the same | ocation. A second subject stated that a simlar nunber of
prisoners in his corner of the roomnear the w ndow al so survived the nmass
killing. Athird subject said that a bullet grazed his arm and a piece of
nmetal grazed his skull and he passed out. Two of the subjects estimated that
bet ween 150 and 200 nmen were killed or wounded in the nassacre. One subject
reported that early the next norning, the smaller opening in the door was
opened and two guards entered with automati c weapons, going around the room
killing some of the wounded with bursts fromtheir guns. The subject stated
that by 9:00 or 10:00 a.m, the prisoners who were still alive began
protesting and begging for food and water. Another subject stated that he and
ot hers were chosen by guards to |oad both the dead and the wounded onto a
truck. The subject stated that a prisoner was forced to drive the truck away
with some of the guards and was never seen again. Two of the subjects reported
that on the day after the massacre, soldiers canme into the roomand chose
approxi mately 20 of the surviving prisoners, took themoutside, |ined themup
agai nst an outside wall of the room and shot them Sonme of the bullets
reportedly strayed into the roomand killed several nmen there. United Ki ngdom
Def ence Debriefing Team "Special Report on the Keraterm Canp, Annex B to JSIO
2841-19", 25 March 1994, CFN 973, IHRLI Doc. No. 63789. A subject reported
t hat 350 persons from Hanmbari ne had been confined to one building in the canp.
When those prisoners pleaded for the wi ndows to be opened, the guards
reportedly opened the wi ndows high up on the floor and then opened fire with
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machi ne- guns on the people bel ow. The survivors were reportedly shot while
illum nated by car headlights and then the prisoners from anot her buildi ng had
to clear away the bodies. Sone of the prisoners |oaded onto trucks were
reportedly still alive. United Kingdom Defence Debriefing Team "Specia

Report on the Keraterm Canp, Annex B to JSIO 2841-19", 25 March 1994, CFN
1143, 1HRLI Doc. No. 63789. Subject reported that he was alerted by the
appearance of 2 vehicles illumnating the area with their headlights. He then
reportedly heard fire orders being issued and three bursts of machine gun fire
directed froma position about 30 metres froma building through the wall into
a holding area. He stated that in the norning, "long trucks" were brought in
to renove the corpses. The subject identified two nen as the "shift | eaders”
responsible for the killings. United Ki ngdom Defence Debriefing Team " Specia
Report on the Keraterm Canp, Annex B to JSI O 2841-19", 25 March 1994, CFN 694,
| HRLI Doc. No. 63790. Subject stated that on one occasi on approxi mately 148
prisoners were killed in one night, and then in the nmorning, 40 prisoners who
had been wounded were put onto a truck and driven away. Medeci ns Sans
Frontieres, "Ethnic Ceansing in the Kozarac Region", 7 Decenber 1992, | HRLI
Doc. No. 4860. It was reported that 12 refugees interviewed recalled the
executi on of 200 people in "room nunber 3" during the night of 24 July 1992.
According to the report, the room acconmodat ed about 230 prisoners, sone from
vill ages around Brdo. In the evening, tear gas grenades were reportedly thrown
into the roomand the prisoners were shot by the nmlitia as they rushed out of
the room About 50 of the prisoners did not die right away and were buried
along with the dead in a mass grave the next day. US Departnent of State

Decl assified Materials, 94-199, IHRLI Doc. No. 56960-56964, at 56964. One

subj ect reported that on 24 July 1992, over 100 prisoners were killed. The
subj ect reported that he observed froma windowin room2 as the guard shift
changed at 6:00 p.m. He stated, however, that the shift changed again two
hours later and the nore guards were stationed with automatic rifles. The

subj ect stated that disturbances in room 3 started because of insufferable
conditions and that guards initially fired a few shots. The subject that
stated that he heard a voice shout, "don't shoot without an order from Kol a".
The subject stated that when the rioting grew worse he heard Kol a state,

"fire" and then heard rapid gunfire and screams. The subject said that the
foll ow ng day, guards chose two prisoners fromroons 1 and 2 and that those
prisoners counted 99 dead and 42 wounded. The prisoners then | oaded the bodies
onto a truck | abeled "Prijedor Autotransport"”, and none of the wounded, or the
driver of the truck (another prisoner) were seen again. US Departnent of State
Decl assified Materials, 94-59, IHRLI Doc. No. 56513-56514. Subject reported
that on 26 July 1992, buses arrived and the prisoners aboard were divided into
two groups. Each group reportedly had to go to the grass-covered area at the
end of the building to forma circle and hold their arms behind their necks.

It was reportedly a hot day and the prisoners in the building were not all owed
to leave their roons or go to the toilet. The canp's guards were reportedly
rei nforced by a busload of Serbian irregular forces who started beating the
men in the circles for the remai nder of the day. According to the subject, the
nmen in the buildings broke down and the canp guards opened the door to room 3
and started beating the prisoners inside. The door to room 3 was then
reportedly closed and the guards started to fire inside of room 3. According
to the subject, the shooting continued until 5:00 a.m on 27 July. The next
day, a white truck with the words "Autotransport” witten on it and the
license plate PD 17-28, was reportedly | oaded by 70 prisoner-vol unteers.
According to the subject, the dead (170) were | oaded first and the injured
(47) were | oaded on top of them The canvas cover was reportedly closed, and
the truck which was dripping bl ood, drove away. According to the report, at
4:30 a.m on 28 July 1992, the guards fired again into Room 3 and killed 27
prisoners. According to the subject, Banja Luka Tel evision reported that
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eveni ng that there was an escape attenpt at Keraterm and that 27 prisoners
were shot dead while trying to escape. According to the subject, the news of
the earlier massacre had | eaked out and the guards killed the 27 men and
showed themto reporters to cover up the earlier killing and to inply that
this was actually all that happened.

One
subj ect reported that on 24 July 1992, prisoners in room 3 begged for water
and air. They banged on the doors and broke wi ndows. Thereafter, specia
police arrived from Banja Luka, who opened fire. The subject reported that he
survived, and in the norning, the prisoners took out 182 bodi es and | oaded
themonto a truck. The wounded were al so | oaded onto to the truck and were
thereafter killed by the guards. The subject reported that he did not know
what becane of the 205 bodies which resulted fromthe mass killing. Mary
Battiata, "Forner Prisoners Allege Wiolesale Serb Atrocities", Wshington
Post, 6 October 1992, IHRLI Doc. No. 35544-35547. It was reported that on the
eveni ng of 24 July 1992, Serb guards positioned just outside room3, fired
burst after burst of autonmatic nmachine gun fire through the room s thin netal
door. As many as 160 men in room 3 reportedly died that night and another 50
prisoners were killed the follow ng norning when a new shift of guards entered
room3. It was further reported that 10 nore prisoners di sappeared after they
were forced to | oad corpses onto a truck and | eave the canp with them
Additional killings were said to have occurred the follow ng night against an
outside wall, and on nmany other nights after that. Roy Gutnman, "Back Fromthe
Dead: Freed Prisoners Detail Mssacres", A Wtness to Genocide 84 (1993),

| HRLI Doc. No. 24941-24947, at 24941-24942. A subject reported that on the
eveni ng of 22 July 1992, guards fired gas bonbs into a large roomat the canp
and then machi ne-gunned everyone who came to the front, gasping for air. The
subj ect estimated that 125 people were killed and 45 other were wounded in the
attack, but that the wounded were | oaded onto trucks along with the dead and
were never seen again. BiH State Conmi ssion for Gathering Facts on War
Crimes, February 1993, IHRLI Doc. No. 29832-29834. One subject reported that
on 27 July 1992, 145 people were killed and 45 ot hers were wounded at the
canp.

this is why they were killed . . . | saw by nyself how they were shot."
Anot her subject reported that 300 prisoners were held in a hall without
getting food for several days and before shooting into the hall, the Serbs

passed gas into it. According to the subject, they were shooting all night

| ong, but sonme prisoners survived the attack. Another subject detained at the
canp from 14 June to 5 August 1992 stated that one day a group of about 300
persons fromPrijedor arrived at the Keraterm canp. They were reportedly

| ocked up in a hall and received nothing to drink. After two days they
reportedly becane agitated and asked for water. The follow ng night the Serbs
reportedly cane into the hall and "ravaged" for several hours. They reportedly
shot into the hall, and the next day 90 out of 300 prisoners were dead and 28
were severely wounded. Anot her subject reported that,

"[a]lt the beginning of July a mass killing took place. The Serbs | ocked
up approximately 330 people in a hall. For three or four days they got

nothing to drink or eat. It was very hot in the hall because the w ndows
and doors were closed. One night the cetniks began to fire and fired on
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the hall for several hours. 96 or 97 people were killed, about 45
severely injured." Another subject reported that at the end of July an

i nci dent occurred during which 160 people were killed. . . . The nmen who
were acconmmodated in the roomnext to ours didn't get any food or water
for four days. | should add that it was in the mddle of sumer and it

was very hot. In the evening of the fourth day one could hear the cries
of the nmen perishing of thirst. The sane evening, the soldiers threw
bonbs with flue gas and tear gas into the room so that the people would
try to break up the door and to flee . . . \Wen they broke the door and
cane outside, soldiers were already waiting with machi ne guns and shot
into the crowd. About 160 nen were killed."

Anot her subject reported that on about 25 July 1992, sone hundreds of
prisoners were |ocked up in a hall without getting food or water for several
days. According to this report, too, the soldiers passed gas into the hall and
shot all night long. The next norning, at |east 100 prisoners were dead and
sone 50 of themwere injured. The subject stated further that the dead as wel |l
as the wounded were taken away by truck. A subject who was detai ned at
Keraterm from m d-June to 5 August 1992 reported that

"[ o] nce they | ocked people froma new transport up in a hall, wthout
food and water. When they started to knock, the cetni ks becane angry.
They shot 200 people, 50 were wounded. The dead and wounded were brought
away in the sane truck. We later heard that they also were killed."

According to anot her subject, one night around 20 July, 99 people were shot
and 40 were injured. The witness stressed that the dead as well as the wounded
were taken away by the same truck. Another subject described the incident as
foll ows:

“One night, at the end of July, or beginning of August . . . severa
hundred people were |locked up in a hall. They passed gas into the hal
and then shot around all night. 98 people were dead and 45 injured. They
all were taken away by the sane truck.”

Anot her stated that at the end of July, 200 people were | ocked up in a hal

and that the soldiers then shot around for several hours. According to the
subj ect, 160 people were killed and 50 others were injured. The subject

poi nted out that before the shooting comenced, gas was passed into the hall.
One subject reported that during the night he heard shooting and that the next
norni ng he saw 160 dead bodi es and 45 others wounded. The subject stated that
he I ater heard that those prisoners were chosen because they cane froman area
where a Serbian soldier had been killed. Another subject reported that 400 men
from Hanbari ne were brought to the Keratermcanp on 25 July and that since
some of themhad tried to put up a resistance, 120 of them were shot by

sol diers and 25 others were wounded. Also referring to villagers from
Hanbari ne, another w tness reported:

"One night, | heard shooting and cries. The next nmorning | saw 200
bodi es. Sone tine before that, 200 prisoners from Hanbari ne and
Ri zvanovi ¢i were brought. | think they were killed. | had to help

| oadi ng the bodies on a truck."
One subject reported that

"[a]lround 24 July, some barrels of poisoned water were put in the nmiddle
of a hall. Some people drank this water and | ost consciousness. The
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others called for help until nmany armed soldiers arrived. They shot into
the crowd arbitrarily. They left the dead and t he wounded peopl e al

night long in the hall. The next day, we had to carry the dead bodies
out of the hall and | ay them besi de one another. The wounded al so were
supposed to go to the same place fromwhere they would be transported to
a hospital. My friends told me to go there too, because of ny broken
rib. But then |I recognized that the wounded were | oaded on a col d-
storage car together with the dead, so | went back."

Anot her subject, reported that he was brought to the canp on 16 June 1992 and
t hat

"[a] fter about 14 days approximately 150 peopl e were shot by Serbian
sol diers. Before being shot, they were given drugs. The Serbs said that
t hese people were to flee, which of course, was not true. The mass
killing lasted from2 to 5 a.m | saw by nyself how the bodies were

| oaded on the trucks and brought away."

men attenpted to knock the door open, the guards then opened fire on them
According to the subject, the shooting lasted (on and off) until 5:00 the next
norni ng. Most of the nen in the roomwere reportedly killed and a tractor-
trailer arrived the next norning to take away the bodies. US Department of
State Declassified Materials, 94-80, IHRLI Doc. No. 56577-56578. Subject
reported that in md-July 1992, approximately three busl oads of Mislim
prisoners from Carakovo and Bi S¢ani arrived at the canp. The prisoners were
placed in a room adjacent to the toilet. The subject stated that on the day
following their arrival, the prisoners were forced to beat prisoners who were
already in the canp. For three to four days the prisoners were reportedly

deni ed food and water. On approximately 22 July 1992, the prisoners were
reportedly told to cone out for their meal. A wheel-nmounted "Spani sh gun" was
reportedly positioned near the door to their cell, and as the prisoners |eft
the cell, they were shot. The subject said that 120 prisoners were killed and
30 others were wounded.

Subject reported that in early July 1992, the
prisoners in roons 1 and 2 were ordered to |lie down flat on the ground and
cover their heads with their hands. Two vehicles were reportedly parked near
rooml with their lights on, illumnating the open field in front of the
entrances to the holding areas. Flood |ights |ocated approxi nately 50 netres
away fromthe entrances were also reportedly ained at the hol ding areas.
Approxi mately 40-50 Bosni an Serbs then gathered in front of and approxi mately
30 netres fromroom 3 where "Category B" prisoners were held. According to the
subject, the prisoners in room3 were ordered to stand up and the Bosni an
Serbs opened fire with their nachine-guns. According to the subject, a group
of approximately 30 prisoners fromroom?2 attenpted to escape, but were killed
hal fway across the lit open field. The subject reported that 20 prisoners were
selected to load the bodies of victins (a total of 322, 46 of whomwere stil
alive) onto two mlitary trucks and one civilian truck that had a trailer.
According to the subject, the 20 prisoners then had to clinb onto the truck
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and were never seen again. The subject reported that the victins of the above-
descri bed massacre were mainly fromthe villages of Carakovo, Kozarac, Zecovi
and Hambarine. US Department of State Declassified Materials, 94-250, |HRLI
Doc. No. 57145-57147. Subject reported that in July 1992, 174 Muslins fromthe
vill age of Carakovo, were brought to the canp and placed in room 3. The

subj ect reported that on the next day guards placed five machi ne guns outside
the entrance to the roomand killed all 174 prisoners. The bodies reportedly
remained in the roomall night and were | oaded onto trucks the next norning.
The subject reported that 10 of the prisoners survived and were |left behind in
the hall.

The subject reported that he
posi ti oned hinsel f behind a door and feigned dead. The subject reported that
at dawn "vol unteers" were chosen to | oad the 130 bodies onto trucks.
Thereafter, 40 wounded were reportedly waited to be | oaded onto another truck
which was to take themto the hospital. Wen no truck came, the wounded too
were reportedly | oaded onto the truck with the corpses and taken away. US
